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Where The Warm Winds Blow, Mel Martin, reeds.  Mel Martin is one of those veteran multi-reed guys who remain on the scene, true to their muse. The biggest surprise here was the presence of the brilliant Don Friedman on piano, yet another under-appreciated mega-talent. Reed blows air into all kinds of saxophones, clarinets and flutes on a selection of fresh, lesser known tunes and a couple of all timers like “Blue In Green” and “Weaver of Dreams.” Martin may not be the best-known name in jazz, but he’s a master of phrasing and a meticulous melody maker.
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
